What does ‘Safeguarding’ mean?

« Making sure adults help you when

you need it.

When should I tell a grown-up?

Tell a safe grown-up when:

« Someone is hurting you.

« Someone makes you feel scared,
worried or uncomfortable.

= Someone asks you to keep a
secret that makes you feel bad.

: You see someone else being hurt.

« You are being bullied (in school or
online).

= You feel unsafe at home, at

school or anywhere else.
